When rocks are broken down into smaller fragments





Broken rock fragments that can form new rocks





The continual process of building and destroying rocks





Hot liquid rock below the Earth’s surface








When rock fragments are laid down in a new location





Formed when sediments are pressed together and solidify





When rock fragments are moved by some force of nature





Formed when rocks are changed by heat & pressure





Layers of sediments pressing and squeezing together
